Contacts for public funding/government grants

Lottery funding
Lottery funders are the organisations that distribute lottery money to local communities and national projects. The most relevant funds for allotments are the Big Lottery Fund and Awards for All. However, when new funding streams are developed these are advertised on the Lottery Funding website.

Big Lottery Fund
The Big Lottery Fund is the largest Lottery distributor and will fund projects that bring improvements to communities and the lives of people most in need. Their remit covers health, education, environment and charitable purposes.

Lottery grants scheme funding small (up to £10,000) local community-based projects in the UK. The programme aims to help improve local communities including creating stronger communities and improved urban environments.

Landfill Communities Fund
Projects seeking funding must be within 10 miles of an active landfill site.
Guidelines for the scheme stipulate that allotments are excluded ‘since they are used by individuals, not the general public’. However, a number of allotment associations have secured some funding for activities that provide a public amenity (e.g. wildlife gardens, community composting, community building). 

The most common way to receive funding is through an organisation which distributes funds on behalf of landfill operators, known as a Distributive Environmental Body (DEB). A list of DEBs throughout the UK can be found on ENTRUST’s website, along with application forms and guidance.
